MUZZLES
There are various muzzles on the market for limiting grazing and some do come in sizes to fit small and mini's. We suggest you contact BETA ( www.beta-uk.org ) for further details of manufacturers. However, we have no experience of their effectiveness or durability. You should always follow manufacturers instructions.  

Muzzles should only be used on a temporary, short-period basis. They should not be left on for more than a few hours at a time and increased supervision of the animal, whilst it is wearing the muzzle, is adviseable to ensure that the pony doesn't come to any harm. 

Ponies can go to strenuous lengths to try to remove muzzles by rubbing against their legs or any other object. Injury may be caused particularly if the become caught-up. It is also worth noting that some horses/ponies will grab hold of headcollars (inc fly hoods and muzzles) being worn by other ponies and pull at them with the result that they may be removed. In the case of a muzzle, if this goes unnoticed the pony being no longer restricted by the muzzle may adveresly consume large quantities of grass.
